The purposes of this survey research were (1) to study television program viewing behaviour of
elementary school teachers under the juris-diction of the Office of Bangkok Primary Education, (2) to study
the use of television programs in instruction of elementary school teachers, (3) to ;tudy the relationships |
between teacher status, television program viewing behaviour and the use of television programs in instrﬁc(ion
of elementary school teachers, and (4) to identify predictor yariables in the use of television programs in
instruction of elementary school teachers. The 1,174 elementary school .teachcrs under the jurisdiction of the
Office of Bangkok Primary Education were randomly sampling. A survey forrﬁ and structured interview

were administered to the subjects.

The findings revealed that:

1, Most of elementary school teachers (60.4%) viewed three television program daily between
18.00-20.00 pm. The television program most frequently viewed WS news program, -

2. The elementary school teachers used television ptogmfns in inatruction at the moderate level.

3. There were statistically significant positive relationships at .05 level between the use of television
programs in ins@ction of elementary school teachers and 28 selected variables. The first three variables were:

- news program, viewing time more than two hours, and viewing more than four programs. Th&e were
statistically significant negative relationships at .05 level between the use of television progra'ms in instruction
of elementﬁty school teachers and 17 selected variables. The first three variables were: viewing two programs,
viewing 3-4 days per week and viewing about one hour.

4, In mul!ipic regression analysis (Enter Method) at .0S level, in Introduction step, Teaching step,
Conclusion step and Evaluation step, there were 11, 13, 8 and 14 predictor variables together were able to
acoountv for 60.49%, 63.20%, 50.70% and 54.26% of the variance.

5. In stepwise multiple regression analysis at .05 level, in Introduction step, Teacﬁing step, '
Conclusion step and Evaluation step, there were 14, 15, 13 and 14 predictor variables tog"cther were able to

account for 58,.75%, 61.51%, 48.22% and 51.62% of the variance.
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
