To create a town house being capable of carrying complexity and variety of people to be thereal
“ home of life *, one must view the townhouse in three different pictures:
1. * Visible picture * to serve the superimpasition of functions:
This picture is serving basic needs and eliminate the lack or noppropriateness of kitchen,stores, cloth-drying area
ond greenery space. The picture shows the townhouse as anarchitecture containing mufti-purpose areaq, vertical
superimposttion of service space, wail space for storage and potential space for more greenery.
. 2. " Invisible picture * to serve individual lite: ‘
This picture is a part of shorted space having basic cepech needed by individual indifferent ages as a main factor.
' By this factor, the simple shared spoce could tun to be amagic place where one's parsonaiity can reclly grow up.
The shared space could be categorized as * memanne under the roof of garage ” - a snug ptace for children,
* back terrace * - personal space for adults, * front ferace * - a piace to serve house-father and
* muti-purpose hall *= space. for elders.
3, " About o be Visible picture * to serve femodaling ond rérovation;
As time goes by, human iife changes in many different ways such os oges. numbers and needs. it k impossible to
design a town house to meet everyone's physical and mental needs perfectly, one way Is to remain fraces for
dwelters 1o pick up and apply for their own lives. To remain the kraces means to give imperfect design in some
space of the house, to respond o vertical growth of personal space, to remain the traces of structure in the

architectural compositions and to possess furniture and other easily-moved orchitectural compositions.
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
