The objective of this research is to study media exposure, family communication and family
decision meking of the couples in Bangkok. Questionnaire was used to collect data from 200 husbands and
200 wives (400 subjects in total) which were randomly selected, Percentage, means, t-test, Pearson's Product
Moment Correlation Coefficient and One way ANOVA were used to analyze data through SPSS/PC Computer

program.
Findings :

1. Information exposure of the couples through both interpersonal contact and mass madia was
positively correlated with communication pattemns in closed family system, open family system, and random family
system. The correlation is small in closed family system, moderate in open system and very smell in random

family system.

2. Exposure to general information and family matters of the couples was positively correlated
with family decision making. The correlation with all types of interpersonal media was relatively smail. Exposure
to radio wes not reiated to family decision making. The correlation of ell types of mass medie with the couples

decision making was small to very small.

3. Types of family communication were positively comelated with family decision making.
However, the correlation is very small in the closed family system, and random family system, and small in open

faﬁlily system.

4. 'The couples with demographic differences in maritsl status, duration of marriage, number of

family members were different in exposure to general information and family matters,

5. The couples with demographic differences in terms of marital status, age, marriage duration,

and education background are different in types of family communication,

8. The couples with demographic differences in terms of marital status and education background

had different decision making conceming family matters,
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
