The purpose of this research is to investigate relationships between
personal factors and coping strategies in parents of children hospitalized in
Pediatric intensive care unit (PICU). Subjects were parents who were the primary
caregivers of a child who was admitted to the Chulalongkorn Memorial Hospital for
the first time. Data was collected 24 - 72 hours after the child’s admission, and after
parents had visited their child at least once. Parents ranged in age from 16 to 55
years-old, with a mean age of 32.94 years (SD=7.68, N=200). The research
instruments were Personality Questionnaires, The Glazer-Stress Control Life-Style
Questionnaires (Barlow,1986) and the Coping scale (Jalowiec,1984). Stepwise

multiple regression analysis was conducted.

The results are as follows :

1. Personal factors of parents were correlated with their coping strategies.
4 % of the wvariance in parent coping was explained by parent’s personality.
(R’=.04, p < .01).

2.99% aof the parents frequently used Problem oriented coping and 1% of

the parents used Affective oriented coping.
