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The purposes of this research were to study the state, problems and needs in the instructional
management of the environmental education according to the opinions of the administrators and instructors in
Rajabhat Institutes. Two sets of questionnaires, constructed by the researcher, were used to collect data from the
sample which consisted of 86 administrators and 161 instructors. The data were analyzed by means of percentage,
arithmetic means and standard deviations.
