On the other hand, they have hiéh
recognition of their role in the relations with voters which could attributé
to a wider political participation of voters in the constituency..Patterns éf
building acquaintance reguire regular visilis to listen to the needs of the I
locals, providing assistance either in private or through public fund. In
conclusion, the Assembly Member’ role has attributed to a2 better developﬁent
of the local self-government as well as an increased political participation

of the people in the Bangkok Metropolis.
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
