The objectiva of this disserdaticn is to examine the impact of international political structure and the
changing international contextin the Post-Cold War Era on terransm and terrorist movemenis in Thailand and
the Philippinas, as well as the States’ respanse to the prablems.

The: study shows that the international political structure and context during the Cold War Era has
had a significant effect on the emergence and developments of terrorism and terrorist movements both in
Thailand and the Philippines and on the States' response and handling of those problems. Howewver, the fall
of the Soviel Union which led 1o the end of the Caold War and bipolar international political structure in the late
1880s did not result in the decline or the demise of terrorist movements in Thailand and the Philippines.

The study also argues that the international political structure and context in the Post-Cold War
Era siill plays a crucial role on the interpretation and the management of terrorist movements of Thai and
Philippine States. Under the scheme of economic development and promation of self-reliance on sacurity
issues in the Post-Cold War World, developmant approach in dealing with the problem of terrorist
maovemeants has been adopted by the Thai State while the Philippine State chose a different path of
negotiating wilh their terronst counlerparts. Nevertheless, the hard-line suppression policy and the limited
capacity in policy implementation have exacerbated terorist activities.in baeth Countries. As a result,
terrorism remains @ serious security threat to stability and territorial integrity of Thailand and tha Philippines.

Finally, the study azserts that the 811 Incident and the U 5 -led war on terrorism has another vital
impact@n the perceplion, interpretation as well as the handiing of terrorist movemants in Thailand and the
Philippines in a different mannar. While Thailand has since separated terrorist movements from the U.S.-led
war on terrorism, the Philippines incorporated its problem and elevaled il as a parl of intemalional issua.

However, the hard-line policy adopted by both States remains a crucial factor in worsening the problem,
