The\objectives of this research are to study and analyze the
contributing factors to the risk of Human Immupnodeficiency Virus infection
among fishermen in Nakon Sri Thammarat province, .Scuthern Thailand. Data
" collection was done by means of depth interviews, 'greup discussion and
- observation. Obtained data were amalyzed by qualitative method. Findings
showed there were two main contributing factors:

1. Demographic factors
1.1 Age and Statusg o Thesfishermen were adolescents and single.
Most of whom believed they would grow up to be a "man" by trying anything new.

1.2 Education The Fishermen were those who finished only primary
school and had not had a chance to fuxther their knowledge.

1.3 Family relationship / The fishermen were those who left
hometown for working around twelve to sixteen years old and seldom visit their
home. The relationship between jthem and their' families were kept at a
distance. Thus, they had grown up without their parents' care.

-1.4 Residence They live among peer group in the trawler as home.
It brings about special culture group.

2.1 Pattern of daily worklng

pattern of daily working.

' 2.2 Consuming behaviors = The fishermen get approximately only

1,500-2,000 baht ber person per trip and their expenditures were for alcohols,

prostitutes and gambling. -

2.3 Peer relationship They accepted information, thoughts,
beliefs, attitude, values, and behaviors, from peer group since these are .
their only sources. - -

2.4 Values and Bellefs “They thinks that AIDS is fated. If one
is too serious about AIDS,-he cannot have sexual intercourse and he will lack '
happiness.

‘2.5 Media exposure In daily life, they used mostly lnterpersonal
channel and their expeosure to:mass media was only to entertainment programs
from television and entertaining " magazines.

2.6 AIDS perception| The fishermen“knew that the mainycauses of
AIDS infection were using intravenous drugs andrhaving sexuall intercourse with
prostitute without protection but their perception are confused. They had no
idea about signs and types of AIDS.

2.7 Sickness and Treatment 1In this fishérmen community, they
only sought for curative services from local pharmacies, ‘when they had
.accident or“infection diseases.
