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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study.w;re to study the opiniopns of
teachers of English at the secondary:gnd primary education levels
concerning the general stztus of Engliéh as well as the condition
of learning and teaching English as*h‘foreign language at the
present timey to.couwpare.the opinions.of teachers of English at
the secondary_and primary education levelsj and to find out
helpful recommendations to make learning and teaching English as

a foreign language more effectivel

Thelsubjects of this resedrch were 367 teachers of English
in the public secondary schools, private secondary schools, public
primary schools, and private primary echools in Bangkok|Metropolis.
The questionnaire constructed by the researcher was used as the
instrument for data cqllection. The obtained data were analyzed

&

by means of percentagé, mean, standard deviation and t-test.



The results of the study were as follows:
1. According to the condition of learning and teaching
English, the public schools started lcarming and teaching Inglish
at the upper primary education level whereas the private éﬁéé
started at the lowerspriraervseducation levels Mggg_ggggggys
encountered some problems regarding thg curriculun, Eyis was some-
times solved bq_ho}qing neeting in their own section. The public
secondary school teachers prepared,iéssons chapter by chapter; and
in teaching, Thal was used more of%éq_than Bnglish with the
emphasis on giving the genéralizatigg éfter understanding. Doth
the private secondary and primary sdﬂébifteachers preparecd the
} |

lesson plans week by week; and in teaching, Thai and English were

used gqually with the same technique;%sjéhe public secondary oncs.
The public primary schood teachers préﬁanédfthe lesson plans week

by week; and in tgaching, English was used more offen than Thai with
thé audio-lingual method. Most of these English teechers used many
types of drill to help their students to master all the language
skills: listening,sspeaking, readings and writing. In a class,
students with different levels of proficicncy in English were grouped
Epgether. The teachers rarely used anj instructional aids because
thé&1 lacked of those necessary audio=-visual, aids and time.bto.prepare
ﬁyeﬁg consequently, they only ﬁsed wordcards, [charts, and picfﬁres.

Most of the teachers hardly ever held any activities in class. The

measurement and evaluation were performed after each lesson.



In learning and teaching situation, the teachers found thet
their students had paid attention and enjoyed learning English but
not always. ©They also found that there were too many studeants in
each class and they had not enéugh time-to hold extra curriéular
activities for students.Af When confronting of‘froblems in tecaching,
the majority of the'teaghers liked to seek advice from their
colleagues, but only the public primary school teachers preferred
to solve -all problems by themselves as well as to consult books.
Moreover, the teachers' self—impro%ipg in subject natters was also
done through bookg and various sources of knowledges.

2. The opinions of the teacﬁérg of English at the secondary
eduéation level and thé primary cducabion level about learning and
teaching English in general were not?siéhificantly different.

3¢ All teachers.of- English sugggsted that the excessive
teaching load and the excessive students in each ©lass should be
reduced because/these made it difficult for them to perform their
fﬁnctions effectively. They realized the necessity of English
learning at the primary education leyel but only the teachers with
séund‘ efficiency in methodology, vedagogy and psychdéleogy should be
allowed to teach at this level.{rThey also agreed that the teachers
should encourage students to have good attitude toward English, and
the teachers'  achievement through the objective goals depended upon
well-planned curriculume Finally they suggested that there should

be a center of instructional aids to serve the teachers'! needs.
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
