Magellan's woyage' proved that men ecould sail around the world.
It proved that the world ds round.

Magellen was from Portugal. But he sailed for the king of
Spain. On September 205, 1519, he left Spain with five ships and
240 men. He thought he could reach the Spice Islands of the East
by sailing Wests But he didn't know that the world was so big.
He didn't know that there was a great ocean between the Americas
and Asia,.

Let's follow Magellants voyage on a map of the world. We'll

‘start at Spain. Magellan started there. It took him over two months

to cross the Atlantic Oceani'® In November, Magellen first saw the
coast of Brazil in South America. Then he sailed south along the
eastern coast of South America to the La Plata River. In March of
1520, he arrived in southern Argentina. «There he stayed for the
winter.

y, When spring came, he sailed again and in October he discovered
a-strait. We noW call‘the strait the Strait 6f Magellan. It is 360
miles long., T& took Magellan thirty-eight days to sail through this
strait and into @nother ocean. Magellan called it the Pacific Ocean

- because it looked so calm. The world PACEFICO means CAIM in Spanish.

After Magellan and his men sailed into Pacific, they didn't

" see any land. for.almost 100 days.. They.ran.out.of food and had to

eat ox hides, sawdust, and rats. At last they saw the island of

Guam. They stopped there and found food and water. [Again they
sailed wegt, and in April of 1521 they reached the Philippine Islands.
Magellan was killed there. He himself did_.not sail around.the world.
But some.of his men-dids

Only ‘one of ‘the five ships with thirfy-one men returned.to
Spain. This ship sailed around the Cape of Good Hope at the southern
tip of Africa, stopped for a short time at the Canary Islands, and
arrived in Spain on December 21, 1521. It took these men over two
years to sail around the world.

Today, the lion ig generally thought.of as an African animal,
and lions are certainly much commoner in Africa than anywhere else,
but there are also still a few in-the west of India.

Lions are the most'bgautiful and cunning animals of the cat
family. Unlike their relatives, they seldom climb, so a person
chased by a lion'generally goes up the nearest tree to escape. But
lions can swim and they do not mind deep water.

Lions live ina large family. ' The thunderous roar of the lion
is one of the most terrvifying sounds in nature.

Lions hunt for food abd when not hungry they pay no attention
to other animals. WUsually they ahunt at night., A large full grown
male can drag off/a whole horse in his jaws. Sometimes several lions
join together for hunting, and ‘each lion that has helped to bring
down the prey has a share of the meat.

Although they are dangerous animals to disturb, lions do not
often attack human beingss But sometimes, an old lion which is
getting too slow to catch wild animals turns its attention to men,
and a younger lion becomes a regular man - eater, often by accident.

Young liofis are generally born three at a time, but often
there are only two and occasionally as many as six.. Both the male
and female may-help to look after their young and the lioness is a
