The research was done on the development of Social studies
at the secondary education level in Thailand from B.E. 1826 to B.E.
2524. The instruction of social studies fizst appeared in fhai
curriculum of B.E. 2438. Gradual improveménts concerning curriculum,
textbooks, instructional process and evaluation were since'them

introduced. Period used in each curriculum varied.

The instruction was initially about chronicle of physical
and regional geographys Ethi¢s, which became civics and morals, was
added later. Lecture was a metﬂod of teaching, and teachers were
the ééntre. Students! achievement was assessed by either oral or

written test (presently known as subjective test), or both.

The current curriculim (B.E. 2524) was considerably improved.
Improvement was on objective, contents of textbooks, audio-visual

media, instructional process and evaluation.

This reseafch showed that the aim of social studies teaching,
from early non - formal education to the present education, was to
make {students good citizens for their community, then for their

ﬁéountry and finally for the‘world.

Quality and quantity of textbooks was improved greatly; to
respond to the more, intreasingly integrated subjects in the curri-

culum and to extend community concept to wide world.

The instructional process changed from teacher - center to
learnef;- center. Students were encouraged in self-study' to acquire.
