but highly discriminating. The reliability .of the vocabulary
understanding test was 0.735 and that of the reading comprehen-
sion test was 0e736. The investigator sent the. two achievement
tests to 'test the subjects who ,were 243 Prathom Suksa Two
students of Chulalengkorn University Demdnstration Séhooi
(Elementary).. The Arithmetic Mean of the test score was used';o
determine thg average abilitylin vocabulary understanding. The
Percentile Rank was used to indicate the ability in reading
comprehensions’ The Pgarson's Product - Moment éorrelation
Coefficient was tised to find out tﬁe correlatién coeffiéient
between vocébulary understanding and ‘reading compreheﬁsion
abilitieses The investigator compared the achievement in vocabu=-
lary understanding and'reading comprehension abilities of each
gfoup by using 6ne-Way-Analysis of Variance, The‘Scheffé's
.Multiplé.Comparison-on Treaﬁment Means was used to determine
which groups-were differed both in vocabulary ﬁnderstanding and

reading comprehension abilities.
