Findings

1. Phra Roung's virtues appeared the most in the textbooks

were delicacy and scrutiny (18.75%).

In comparing with Phra Roung'ssvirtues that appeared in
the unabridge literature, it was found that thé virtues that appeared
the most in the textbooks and the unabridge iiterature were delicacy
and scrutiny (18.,75% and ;6.13% respectively) ; those appeared the
least in both squrdes were' generosity with sacrifice and acceptance

to new changes (6.25% and 3.23% respectively).

2. Phra Aphaymanee's virtues appeared the most in the textbooks

were piety (46.66%) .

In comparing with Phra Aphaymanee's virtues that appeared
in the unabridge literatureg, it was found that the virtues that
appeared fﬁe most were piety (46.66%) in the'ﬁextbooks and mercy
(17.94%) in the unabridge literature; four virtues (6L.67%) appeared
the least in the "Lextbooks were mercy, generosity with sacrifice,
etc., while five virtues (0.38%) appeared the least in the unabridge

literature were ungreediness, respect of others' right, etc,

were diécipline with punctualiiy and civilized behavior (33.33%)

In ‘comparing with Khun'Phan's virtues' that appeared in the
unabxidge literature, it was found that the virtues that appeared the
most were discipline .with punctuality and civilized behavior  (33.33%)
in the textbooks and reverence (17.66%) in the unabridge literature;

those appeared the least were responsibility and unity (16.67%) in

the textbooks, unselfishness (0.23%) in the unabridge literature.

4. Hanumarn's virtues appeared the most in the textbooks were

bravely and self-confidence (25%).

In comparing with Hanumérn's virtues that appeared in
the unabridge literature, it was found that .the virtues—ﬁhat appeared
thé most were bravely and self-confidence (25%) in the textbooks and
reverence (24.34%) in thesunabridge literature; four virtues (2.78%)
appeared the least wereigenerosity with saérifice, thruthfulness and
sincerity, reverenGe and faith while three vitges (0.22%) in the
qnabridge literature were harmlessness to life and body, respect of‘

others' right and patience.

5. King Rachathirat's diirtues appeared the most in the textbooks

were civilized behavior (31.81%).

In coﬁparing with"King-Rachathirat's virtues that appeared
in thé unabridge literature, it was found that the vixrtues that appeared
the most in the textbooks—and-the-unabridge-titerature were civilized
behavior (31.81% and 15.69% respectively); those appeared the least in

both source were'acceptance to new changes (4.55% and 0.37%) .-

In  Comparing with Julongls virtués thaty appeared in the

_ unabridge literature, it was found that'the virtues that appeared the
most in the textbéoks and the unabridge literature were bravely and
self-confidence (34.78% and 27.03% respectively); thrée virtueg

(4.35%) appeared the least in the textbooks were self—suffiéiency,



delicacy with scrutiny and faith, while nine virtues (0.54%) appeared
fhe least in the unabridge literature were harmlessness to life and

body, mercy, etc.
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
