-The author of this thesis intends to study in detail Prince
Thammathibet's Kap Ho Khlong and Kap He Rua to identify the promi-
nent characteristics, the aesthetie value, and the 'Nirat'! character

of these highly-praised pieces of literature.

‘Rua. It is proposed that.the tNirat! characteristic has contri-
buted much to the popularity of Prince Thammathibet's writings for

men of all times. Chapter Four deals with aesthetic character of



Prince Thammathibet's Kap Ho Khlong and Kap He Rua. The author
préposed that the aesthetic value of these pieces of Literatures
comes first of all from the rhyme ©f both vowels and consénants

in both Kap and Khlong. Another factor of aesthetic value lies 1in
the choice of words, ‘expression and suitablde comparisons which
bring out very appropriately Prince Thammathibet's own special
characteristics. Chapter Five deals with the imagination and
emotion of Prince BHammathipet's Kap Ho Khlong and Kap He Ruaj; the
author gives the opinion that' the use of imagination which is not
confusing but rather feeling, helps the readér to understand the

poetry. Chapter 5ix gives the conelusion of the study and the

author'!s recommendations.,

In this thesis, no particular theory is used by the author,
Rather, suitable theories are chosen and used at different times.
The author follows Prince Bidyalankarana's concept of thorough
reading and emphasizes Prince Thammathibet!s Kap He Rua and two
pieces of Kap Ho.Khlong namely '"Kap Ho khlong Praphat Than Sok"
and "Kap Ho Khleng Praphat Than Thongdaeng' including other related

literary works. .
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
