The objectives of this feseérch were to study the use of
commﬁnity resources for teaching social studies concerning the scope,
characteristics of use, problems and obstacles, the opinions and
Suggestions of teachers, studsnts as well as community resource officers.

Three kinds. of questionnaires were sgnt‘to 30 social studies
" teachers, 300 students in 10 Lower Secomdary Schools and 10 community

resource officers in Chiang Mai. There were altogather 340 samples.v
- The collected data was —analyzed by means of percentage,' mean and
standard deviations.

The major findings were every teacher and student had ever used
some of the community resources, in _learning énd teachihg social studies.
The teaching aids from community resources that teachers jand students .
most widely used were printed materials, films and natural resources
while the least wused were the communication centers, consulates  and
foreign agencees. Both teachers and students used these resources by
ﬁost oftenzgo to study at the public library. The method of used least
ﬁere interviewing resource persons in the commuhity. The methods of

rendering a service that the community resource officers most widely



used were lgcture, distributioﬁ of materials and facts in the text
boéks while the least used was being resource persons in discussion.
Problems and obstaélespthat teachers and students féced,most
often were that the students were overwerowded, and had no etigettle
in listening to guest-speakers. The teachers had not enough time for

planning activities#and for borrowing and using audiovisualggids;
Moreover the schools did not proVidéQ;xtra time for them to meet
resource persons. Problems that the comhunity resource officers ﬁostly.
faced in'giving Services were that teachers did not plan weli what they.
wanted the students to study. The teachers, students and the community’
;esdurce officers agreed that the community resources were of great
benefit to the teaching and Yearning of social studies because‘ they
provided for students direct experiences. They then suggested that thé
