The Uniform Arrest Act

Section 1 Definitions, As used in this act :

"arrest” is the taking off a person into custody in order

that he may be forthcdming to answer for .the commission of a crime.

"pelony” is any.erime which is or may be punished by
death or imprisonmentg’in a'state prison.  Any other crime or any

violation of a municipal/orxdinance is a misdemeanor. -

“peace Officer'y is any sheriff, deputy‘sheriff, mayor, city
marshal, constable, police officer or, other officer authoriied by

law to make arrests in a €riminal case.

Section 2 Questioning and Detaining Suspects.

I. A peace officer may stop any person abroad wnom he
nhas reasonble ground to suspect is commi.tting, has committed or

is about to commit a Crime, and may demand of him his name, address,

business abroad and whither he is géing.

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II. Any person soO guestioned who fails to jdentify himself

Such detention ;s not an
arrest and shalllnot be recqrded as an jarrest in any official
record. At the end of the detentioh peried the person so detained

shall be released unless arrested and charged"with a crime.

Section 3 Searghing for Weapon.

A peace_officer may search for a dangerous weapon any person
whom he is guestioning ©r anout to question'as.prdvided in sectibn
2,-whenever he has reasonable ground to believe that he is in danger
if sich person possesses @ daigerods weapon. I1f the qfficer finds
a weapon, he may take and keep }t antil the completidn of fhe
guestioning, when he shall eitherrretarn it or arrest the peréonf

The arrest may be for the illegal possession of the weapon.
Section 4 Arrxest - Permissible Force.

I. Nolunnecessary Or Anreasonable force of means of

restraint) may be dsed in detaining or arresting, any. person.

II. A peace officer who is makiﬁg an arrest for any crime
need not retreat or desist from his efforts by reason of the
resistance or threatened resistance of the person to be arrested
nor shall he be deemed an aggressor or lose his right to self

defense by the use of reasonable force to effect an arrest.
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ITI. A peace officer, who has reasonable ground to believe
that the person to be arrested has committed a felony, is justified
in asing force dangercis to human life for the purpose of making

an arrest only when:

A. There is no other apparently possible means of effecting

the arrest, and

B. The officer has made every réasonable effort to advise
the person to be arrested that he is a peace officer and is
attempting to make an arrest and has \reasonable ground to‘believe

that the person is aware of the fact.
Section 5 Resisting Arrest.

If a person has reasonable ground to believe that he is
being arrested by a peace officer, it is his duty to submit to
arrest and refrain frem using force or any weapdn in resisting it

regardless of whether there is a legal basis for the arrest.
Section 6 Arrest without a Warrant.

I. An arrest by a peacelofficer without a warrant for

a misdemeancr is lawful whenever:

A. He has reasconable ground to believe_thét a misdemeanor
has been committed in his presence and that the person to be arrested

has committed it.
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B. He has reasonable groind to believe that a misdemeanor
has been committed out of his presence whether within or without
the state and that the person to be arrested has committed it and

will not be apprehended unless immediately arrested.

II. An arrest by a peace officer without a warrant for a
felony, whether committed within or without the state, is lawful,

wneiever:

A. A felony nas actedally been committed by the person to
be arrestea, althoagh be fore/making the arrest the officer has no

reasonable groand to believe the pefson guilty of such offense.

B. The officer/has reasonable ground to believe that a
felony has been committed and that the person to be arrested has

committed it.
Section 7 Arrest on Improper Grounds.

If a lawfal cause of arrest exists,‘the arrest-is lawful
even thoagh the officer charged the wrong offense or gave a resson

that did not justify the’ arrest.

Section B Arrest by Viftie of a Warrant Not im Officer's

Possession.

An arrest by a peace officer acting under a warrant is
lawful even thoigh the officer does not have the warrant in his
possession at the time of the arrest, but, if the person arrested

so requaests, the warrant shall be shown to him as soon as'practicable.
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Section 2 Summons Instead of Arrest.

In any case in which it is lawful for a peace officer to
arrest without a warrant a person for a misdemeanor, he may instead
issue to nim a written summons in substantlally the following from-

A variety of forms are uased by dlfferent jurlsdlctlons)

Upon failure to appear, a warrant of arrest may issue.
Wlllful failure to appear in answer to“sucw summons may'be puanished
by a fine of not ovex one hundred dollars ‘or lmprlsonnmeat for not

over thirty days.
Section 10 .Release-of'Persons Arrested.

I. Any offiger dn charge of a pelice department or any
officer aithorized hy him may ‘release instead of taking'befOre a
magistrate any person who has Feen arrested without a warrant by

an officer of his department:‘

A. When he. is‘satisfieieithérthat therelis no ground'
for making a criminal complaint agalnst such person or that sach
person has aeen arrested for drunkenness and no further proceedlngs,'

are‘desirable.

B. When/such person was arrested . for| a misdemeanor and
has_ srgned an agreement to appear 1n court at a time. desxgnated
if the officer is Satleled that such person is a reSLdent of the

state and‘will appear in court at the time designated.
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II. A person released as provided in subsections A or B
of this section shall have no right to sue any police officer on the
grourd that he was released without being brought before a

magistrate.
Section 11. Length of Detention.
