ABSTRACT

Purposes of the Study

The purpcse of this research was to study and dompare the
opinions of college adninistrators, faculty members and students
on cetual and desirdble student affairs administrator's tasks in
Teacherg Colleges and to conpare the differences between actual

and desirable studentidffairs adninistrators™ tasks.

Hznotheses

The opinions of college adnministrators, faculty mewbers
and students on zctual and desirable tasks of student affairs

adninistrator in Teachexs Collegex are different, Actual and

desirable tasks of student affairs administrators are different.



Procedures

The sample included college administrators, Faculty menbers
responsible for student affairs and students tcking part in
student actiivities in 5 Teachers Colleges in the Southj; Songkhla,
Yala, Phuket, Naokorn Sri Thammarat and Suratthani, Questicnnaires
werc sent to a total of 513 participanis-in this_survey; 41
(85,96 pefeent} questiomaires vere returned.

The research instpinent for this study was a questionnaire
constructed by the resSecncher. There were three different forms:
one for administrators, one for faculty members and one for
students. Each fornm included two parts: The first part was
concerned with personal data about the respondents. The second
part asked for opinions of the respondents on actual and desirable
student affairs adninistrator's tasks in Teachers Colleges.

Deta were anodyzed by conputing percentages, rneans,
standard deviations, and one-way analysis of variance., Differences
between the various groups, were tesked by the Scheffel!s-Method.
Differences between actual and| desirable tasks weng analyzed

through the t-~test.

Research Findings

The research producted the following findings: college
adninistrators, faculty renbers and students thought that, in
general, actual student affairs administrator tasks were perforued

at a rated as average. However some tasks were rated by all three



groups at & low level: these tasks were as follow:

1. Concerning administrators in their capacity or heads of services
faculty members responsible for student affairs administration should have
the opportunity to participate as much as possible in seminars or training
courses to widen their experience and to &lident the social problems of +the
institution wlich affedb the development of students,

2. Concerning studenteraifoirs, administrators are to make efforts
to raise fuads for student aetivities, to evaluate the setting of student
activitics and to organize geminars {or the advisors to students' clubs,

3¢ Concerning student diseipline end supervision, administrators
are to organize seminars for/student on meral valucs and how to live in
today s society,

4o Concerning student veifare znd services, administrators to
privafe student residence halls and 40 survey théwneéds of studenté\fbr
scrvices and welfare,

As far on desipable tasks are concerned, aaministrators, faculty
menbers and tcachers,agree thit. administrators .should give, much importance
to student activities,” However , administrators and faculty members fecl
tl.at some poinb o shoeuld, by #den the greatest Amportance :~tnose responsible
for studont activities snould suudy” the problems encountered in implementing
student aétivities; there should be eicctions to select student committees,
students bein given the right to voie directly.

Compariscns of the opinions of the three groups adwministrators,
faculty members and students , oa the actual tasks of student affeirs adminis—

trotors in Tecahers Collieges shouwed significant differeances of opinion on a



single point, i.e. on the organization of student activities As far the
aspcets, Z.¢. on the tasks of those responsible for student activities,
student diciplince anu supervision and student welfare and services,
there was no significant differcnce,

Comparisons of acdministrators, faculisy members and students on
desirable of student affairs administratbrs showed significant differences
of opiniois on twe aspectss the.tasks of those responsible for student
aclivities and the organization of gtudent activities, As for student
diseipline and supervision, sbudent welfare and scrvices , the three groups
showed no sigaificant differemcecs of opinion,

A comparision of actuazl and desirable tasks of studcut affairs
administrators showed significant differences: desirable tasks were given

a higher rating than actual tasls omall aspecis,
