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ABSTRACT

1. To study the opimnions of administrators, social studies

teachers and students, concérning various aspects of the instruction

of cooperative in secondary schools as follows: arrangement of

instructional programme, the provision of study place, instructional

activities, obstacles ‘amnd, problems im dnstruction, needs of adminis-

trators, social studies teachers and(students for instructional

improvement and performing the‘role of school cooperative in.

education and community development.

2. To compare the opinions concerning various aspects of

the instruction of cooperative in secondary schools between social

studies teachers and administrators, and social studies teachers

and students.

Procedures :

The sample group consisted of 40 govermental school adminis-
trators, 60 social studies teachers, and 400 students was stratified
randomly selected from schools where cooperative acitvities have been
operafede A set of questionnaire on opinions concerning the instruction
of cooperative set up by the researchér was sent to the sample group.

The obtained data were analyzed by percentage, arithmetic mean,

standard deviation, t-test.and presented in tables with explanations.

Results :

1, The administrators,.social studies teachers and students
have expressed their opinions econcerning the instruction of cooperative

in secondary schools as folllows:
1.1 The Arrangement of Instructiomall Programme.

The opinions concerning the arrangement of instructional
programme of social studies teachers, ,school administrators and students
were at iow level| except. those" on the item-of the students' content
knowledge of cooperative gained mainly from designated, social studies

textbooKs whilch all “the three groups'| opinions were at high level.
1.2 The Provision of Study Place.

Both administrators and students expressed their opinions
on the provision of study place ai low level while social studies,
teachers expressed their opinions at moderate level, However,social
studies teachers and administrators agreed with the influence of

adequate shelves on instruction at moderate level while the students



agreed with the arrangement of goods for convenience of instruction

at moderate level.

1,3 Instructional Activities .

Administrators and students expressed their opinions
on instructional activities at low level while administrators
opined them at moderate level. Howeveyr, social studies teachers
and administrators agreed at iow leyel that teacher was the only source
of knowledge on cooperative while students agreed a£ the same level
that teachers identified ebjectives of the lessons on coopératives

before starting instructional activities,
1.4 Obstacles and Problems of Imstruction.

All social studies teachers, administrators and students
expressed their opinions concerning obstacles and pfoblems of instruc-
tion at querate level, Social studies teaéhers, administrators and
students agreed at high level on the inappropriateness of space for

school cooperative,
1.5 The Needs for Instructional Improvement.

Social studies teachers_and ‘administrators’ expressed
their opinions concerning the needs for instructional impfoﬁement at
high level while the stddents} opinions on the same topic were at
moderate level. However, soqial studies teachers, school administrators
énd students separately agreed at high level on the needs for .
utilization of school c00perative-aé a resource center on cooperatives,

the needs for more documents on cooperative, and the needs for budget

from school for the improvement of cooperative store respectively.



1,6 The Needs for Performing of the Role of School Cooperative

in Education and Community Development.

Social studies teachers and administrators expressed
their opinions concerning the needs for performing the role of
cooperatives in education and communigy development at high level.
while the students's opinions were at-moderate level, However, both
social studies teachers and administrators agreed ét high level with
the neéds for utiliziag school cooperative as center for pgblicify of
kﬁowledge on cooperativeswhile students opined at high level that the
school utilize exhibitfion activities for publicity of cooperative.

2.2 The Provision of Study Place.

The opinions on the provision of study place of the
social studies teachers and the school administrators were different

at the .05 level of significance as well as that of the social studies

teachers and the students.



2.3 Instructional Activities

The opinions on insturctional activities of the social
studies teachers and the school administrators were different at

the .05 level of significance. But the opinions of the social
"studies teachers and the students were not different at the .05

level of significance

2.4 Obstacles and Problems in Instruction

The opinions.en obstacles and problems in instruction
of social studies teachersand ,school administrators were not
different at the .05 level/of significance. But the opinions of

the social studies teachers and the students were different at the

.05 level of significance
