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ABSTRACT

The purposes :

i. To study the family backeground and social studies learning
achievement of mathayom suksa one students in Bangkok Metropolis.
2. To study the relationships between the family background

and social studies learning achievement of the students.

Procedures :

The population samples were 180 mathayom suksa one students in
academic year 1985 in public schools in Bangkok Metropolis which were
simple randomly sampled,! andithe 180 students' parents.

The social studies learning achievement test with 100 multiple
choice items and a reliability of 0.67, and an interview form on students;
family background. Then the test, and the interview ferm were employed to
secure the sampled students' social studies learning achievement and the
students' family background from the students' parents. The obtained

data were analyzed by means of percentage and Chi scquare.



Findings :

1. The student's family backgrounds were as follows :

Most of the students' parents have Thai nétionality. They
were Buddhists. They were employee. Their income was arocund 1,000 -
3,000 bath per month. Most of the students' fathers and mothers lived
together and had four children in the family. Most students were the
eldest child.

Most parents-tock a good care of their children. They
took the students to-see the /doctor when they were sick. They talked
with each other on domestic and world current events. Most parents
did not fix the students! householed duties. Concerning the students'
study, most parents did not set schedule for their homework or lesson
review but they reminded them or checked their homework sometimes.
They helped the students solve broblems in social studies learning by
giving explanation and gave -them more time for studying. They praised
or gave rewards to the students when they.succeded in learning. Most
parents finisped pratom suksa four of education. They expected the
students to have higher level of education than theirs and up toc a

bachelors' degree level.

20y (The students” Jdearning achievement.
The students were classified into three groups according
to the test scores they earned : 4£9.44 percent or the students was in
the high achievement score group, 31.67 percent was in the average

group and 18.89%9 percent was in the low achievement group.

3. The relationships between family background and social

studies learning achievement were positively significant at the 0.01



level in the following parental backgrounds : nationality, religion,
income, marital status, talk on domestic and world current events,
expectation for the students' education, schedule set for students'
homework or lesson review, help for solving problehs in social studies
learning and the parents' meeting with the students' advisors, and

the relationship between family background and social studies learning
achievement were positively significant at the 0.05 level in the
following backgrounds of their parents i education, vocation, perscnal
relationship between«the students and their parents, number of family

children, and time Scheduled for the students" household duties. .
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
