It 1Qecornmended that the Land Development Act B.E. 2543, measure 43, should be modified so that others can enroll in a
community kindergarten. In addition, an area of 1 rai for the establishment of a kindergarten should be required. A community
kindergarten should not be essential for every large housing project if there is a kindergarten no more than 30 minutes away or within a
distance of 3-5 kilometers. A housing project needs to set up plans for a kindergarten and for administrators' residences. It is suggested
that a high-cost housing project has a kindergarten and later modified to be a secondary school, a high school, or a university.
