Article 3 Exceptions

1. Notwithstanding the general obligations under Article 1, the retention or transfer of a

number of anti-personnel mines for the development of and training in mine detection,
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mine clearance, or mine destruction techniques is permitted. The amount of such mines
shall not exceed the minimum number absolutely necessary for the above-mentioned
purposes.

Therefore, the constitution will contain a declaration of
fundamental rights, including the rights to life, personal liberty, security, freedom

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discrimination. It will prohibit the retroactive application of criminal law. The
declaration will be consistent with the provisions of the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights and other relevant international instruments. Aggrieved
individuals will be entitled to have the courts adjudicate and enforce these
rights.
