Procedure

A multiple-choice test of English grammatical usage was
;constructed to be used ‘as*a tool to Tind out the grammatical errors
of the 300 students of Higher Gertificatelin Education randomly
selected from 4 teachers.colleges in.central Thailand,  The data
collected were treated with calculation of means and' standard
deviation and the percentage of the students with errors in each
item of the test. The first fifty items in which the largest number
of errors occurred were listed and used as a basis in developing

24 units of English dialogue supplementary exercises for the

previously stated text-book.

3. Experience has shown that our teaching of English as &
'Foreign Language is, unfortunately, an academic wastage, for the
students still make fundemental mistakes while they should ndt.
Therefore, there should be a remedy in the teachér's methods of
teaching the English 1anguage. One of the sound tecﬁniques of
teaching language is the>situational approach. |This approach is
believed to be the teaching method which creates best learning and
which can ‘hold students® attention longer | than any cther approach,
In such case, using dia;ogue exercises to supplement language

lessons will help best achieve these purposes.
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
