0f " tho total of 532 papevs, approxiaataly 21,33 percent of
these returned werd usasle quastionnaires. tho cusstionnaires
raceived from the administratora, teachers . and paErGnus numbered

47 {90.33 parcsnt), 203 (74.08 percent), and 322 {25,350 poreznt)

The reseacch instrumopt used in Thia study vas the three-part
qqestiénnaire. Part I was &.questionnaire  with a chgchblistﬂhichrwas
to srudy the populatibn's status. Part I1 was o guestionnaire with a
rating scale which ‘was to study the opinions conccrﬁiﬁq’the teacher;
roles in The damonst:atiQn schools under the hinistiy of University -

Affairs. Part III was a guestionnaire with & rating scale and some

open-ended guestions which was to study the operation problems of the
teacter in the demonstration schools under the Ministry of University

Affairs.

In analyzing the.data obtained from the guertionnaires, percentage,

mode, one-way analysis of variance, and t-test were employed.

Findings and Couclusions ¢

- The findings of the investigation could be suymarized as

follows: |
1. Concernimg the status of the school admisnistrators,

teachers, and parents, it was found that : (1) most administrators
(68.10%}) had experience in teaching at the Qemonstration schools
more than 10 years: | (20) mast teachers (49.30%) had experience in
_ teaching at the demonstration schools from 6-10 yecars; (3) most
- sdminigtrators (78.70%) gaiqu their. teaching experiencos from both
at the demonstration scboai and the faculty /of education; (4) most
teachars (63.50%) had beon tegching only.at the demonstration school;
() nost administrations (68.10%) earned a Mastéf'dengE: (6) most teachers
(53.20%) earned;a. bachelersdagrec; - (7) must-parents (37.50%) earned a
bachelor degree; -(8) most parents (59.60%) ‘were government officials;
{(9) most parents (36.60%) ware; active iﬁ schocl, relations for tie period
of'longer than 5 years; (10) the attention given to the participation

of school meeting or seminar of administrators, teachers, and parents

were 96.70%, B1.30%, ckt 86.30%, resbectivaly.

2. 'Regarding the teacher's roles in the demonstration schools

concerning the three working aspects: administration; academic; and



service, the following findings were found : (1) the parents’
opinions were averaged higher than the administrators’, a?d the
teachers':; in all three working aspects and (2) the teacher's
roles as perceived by administrators, teachers, and parents were
found statistically significant different at the .01 level. This
- finding was incongruent with the raesearch hypotesis. The research

hypothesis was then rejected.

When using LSD-teehnique to compare the means of the opinions
among the three groups of samples, it was found that :

(1) Regarding the administration, there were statistically
significant differences at ‘the .01 level betuween the opinions of
administrators and teachers, teachers and parents,.and administrators
and parents.

(2) Regarding the academic, there were statistically significant
differences at the .05 level between the opinions of administrators and
teachers, and teachers and _parents. No statistﬁ&l;y signifieant
difference betwesn the opinions of the adminis trators and parents
was found.

(3) Regarding the service, there was a statistically significant
difference at the .05 level only between the opinions of teachers and

parents.

More results from the study of teacher's roles in the demonstration
school included the following findings :

(1) According to the administration, administrators and parents
showed their congruent opinions that teachers in the demonstration

schools should have more roles in school management. The teachers



themselves; however, believed that they should have only moderate
roles. s
(2) According to the academic, administrators and parents

showed their congruent opinions that teachers in the demonstration
schools should pay more attention to academic work. The teachers
themselves, however, believed that they should pay only moderate
attention.

(3) According to the service, all administratiors, teachers,
and parents shouwed their congruent opinions that teachers in the

demonstration school should have more participation in service work.

3. Regarding the operation problems oflthe teachers in the
demonstration schoolg concerning the three working aspects:
administration, acadomig, ‘and service, the following findings were
found : (1) the teacher’s opinions were averaged higher than those
of the administrators in all three working aspects; and (2) there
was no sﬁatistically significant difference between thas opinions of
the administrators .and teachers concerning operation problems in all

three working aspects.

More results . from thelstudy Of operation [problems of the
teachers in the demonstration schools inc¢iuded the following findings:

(1) According to the administration,; administrators showed
their opinions that the operation problems encountered in the
demonstration schools were at a higher degree of problems. The
teachers themselves, hower, believed that the operation problems

were at a moderate degree of problems.

(2) According to the academic, as well as, tha service,; both
administrators and teachers showed their congruent opinions that the
opsration problems encountered in the damonstration schools were at

a lesser degree of pfoblems.
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
