ABSTRACT

This is an analysis of the application of audio-visual equipment
and materials as teaching aids in physical education. The supporting data
used in this study was compiled through a survey questionaire completed by
ninety-eight physical éducation instructors and coaches currently serving
in 10 Thai cducational institutions and 12 national sports associations.

The results gf the survey showed that only a small number of the
- Instructors sampled possess qualifying credentials higher than tne secondary
education teaching certificate. Furthermore, approximately 50% of these’
pollees indicated that they have had little or no training in audio-~visual
teaching techniques. Never-the-less, the majority of the group questioned
stated that they recognize the value of audio-visual aids and regularly
employ them in their teaching. Such materials as, 16 mm. films, film strips,
slides, bulletin boards and photographs were frequently cited as examples
of media used. Most of the squipment and materials being used by these
instructors at the present time is acquired on loan or rentgd from such
service organizatioﬁs as, The College of Physical Education, Audio-Visual.
Center, sports associations of various kinds, and foreign nation information

offices.



The criterion most of given for using audio-visual teaching aids
was, suitability of materials to the subject matter and availability of
equipment, It ﬁas noted, however, that these two elements commonly pose
serious difficulties for the instructor. Bangkok area institutions of
learning are characteristicly ill-equipped in terms of audio=visual
materials and resources, and the pubiic lendinz services are unable to
match the rising demand.

From this study the author proposes the following suggestiong
for the improvemant and development of application procedures in
audioﬁvisual alds for teaching physical education: First, it seems
necessary to raise the mininmum standard of certification for university
level instructors'to the bachelor degree, with the inclusion of audio-visual
aids training, Secondly, university level institutions should encourage
their teaching personnel to employ audio-visual aids where-ever possible
in their teaching, In addition, it should be the responsibility of the
institution to develop and provide adequate facilities; equipment, and

materials for this purpose.
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
