Assess the accomplishments of the project.

METHODS AND PROCEDURES

1.

The data used in this investigation were compiled from the
questionnaires responded by 77 supervisors of 26 teachers
colleges participating in the Rural Teacher Training Project.
The obtained data were tabulated and analyzed by using such

elementary statistics as percentage, median, mean, and range.

MAJOR FINDINGS

The significant findings of the study can be synthesized as

follows.

1.

The majority of the student teaching supervisors were male.
Most of the supervisors obtained their baccalaureate degreé&
from the institutions within this country.

The major responsibilities of the supervisors centered around
three areas. supervision of student teaching, college

teaching, and community development.



3.

The operation of the Rural Teacher Education Project received
a good working cooperation from all the parties concerned,
However, the problem of inadequate budget appeared to hamper
the program.

Lack of knowledge and experience in community development on
the part ofthe supervisors and lack of enthusiasm on the part
of the villagers were found to be the main problem jeopardizing
the efficiency of the project.

Among the three principal activities of the project, the rural
school improvement and the student teachers' lodging programs
were more successful than the rural leadership development

activitiese.
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
