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This study examines the principle of subsidies and countervailing
duties in international economic and U.S. laws and Thai law concerning
provisions of subsidies. The analysis of those laws and practices associated
there with will provide guidelines for Thai laws concerning export subsidies
which will not be countervailable. In addition such revised legal framework
may strengthen Thailand's bargaining power in trade negotiation.

The findings for non-countervailable subsidies are as follows :
1. selected provisions of upstream subsidies 2. subsidies which are
physically incorporated in the product which is exported 3. subsidies which
» are in accordance with the general availability principle 4. selected
subsidies for bond requirement 5. assistance in necessary investigation
process 6., assistance in negotiation to enter vito an agreement

Measures which will strengthen Thailand's trade negotiating power are:
1. applying anti-dumping and countervailing duties to dumped and subsidized
product from foreign countries 2. additional investigation process in
Thai countervailing duties law should be elaborated 3. an specialized body
to determine foreign unfair practices should be set up 4. public hearing
for private fortification of investigation process in Thailand should be

encouraged.
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
