As such, Islamic leaders are highly and well accepted by the
commumnities especially if they were formerly appointed as heads of villages,
heads of districts (Kamman) or communities cammittees.

v As found out from the study, we can conclude that the Islamic leaders
have much to contributed in creating continuous polotical participation in
their commmities such as done and continuous contacts in the election and
political parties with MPs in their constituencies. Hence, the Islamic
leaders not only have much influence upon their commmity dwellers in
political participation but also highly take part in political activities

themselves.
