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ABSTRACT
Purposes

1: To study the social studies teachers' opinions concerning
social studies instruction for secondary. school student moral
develépment through classroom instruction andvextra—curricular
activitiies.

2. To compare the opinions of éécial_studies teachers with
different teaching experiences concerning social studies instruction

for secondary school student moral development.

Procedures

The researcher constructed a‘set of questiOnnaires conéisting
of multiple-choice, rating scale and open-end items and sent to
304 social studies teachers from 33 secondary schools in Bapgkok
Metropolis; who were selected by stratified random sampling. There
were 26 gg-educational government schools, 3 female government
schools and.4 male government schools, 79.67 percent of the

guestionnaires which were sent to the social studies teacheres in

s



the co-educational government schoois were returned, 100 peréent
were returned from the female government schools, and 80 perceht
were returned from the male government schools. The data were
analyzed by means of percentage arithmetic mean, standard deviation

and t-test, and then presented in tables with description.

Findings

1. Social studies teachers' opinions concerning social
studies instruction for secondary school student moral development
through classfoom instruction in 5 aspects were as foilows : the
~ social studies teachers agreed at high level with the designated
objectives, and content but they agreed at moderate level with
the designated classroom activities management, utilization of
instructional media and resources, and instructional evaluation.

’2. rSocial studies teachers' opinions concerning social
studies instruction for secondary school studentrmoral development
through extra-éurficular activities in 4 aspects were as follows :
the social studies teachers agreed at high level with the designated
objectives of extra-curricular activities but they agreed at moderate
level with the methods of organizing extra-curricular activities,
types of extra-curricular activities and the measurement and
evaluation of extra—curricuiar activities.

3. The comparison of opinions of the social studies teachers'
with 1-5 years, 6-10 years and over 10 years of teaching experiences
concerning social studies instruction for moral development through

classroom instruction and extra-curricular activities.



3.1 There were no differences between the opinions
of the social studies teachers with 1-5 years and 6-10 years of
teaching experiences concerning social studies instruction for
moral development either through classroom instrﬁction for moral
development either through classroom instruction or thfough extra-

curricular activities at the 0.05 level of sinificance.

3.2 There were no differences between the opinions of
the social studies teachers with 6-10 years and over 10 years of
teaching experiences éopcerning social studies instruction for
moral development either through classroom instruction of through

extra-curricular activities at the 0.05 level of sinificance.

3.3 There were no differences between the opinions of
the social studies teachers with over 10 years and 1-5 years of
teaching experiences concerning social studies instruction for
moral developmentreither through classroom intruction or through

extra-curricular activities at the 0.05 level of sighificance.
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
