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The Development Process for World-Class Universities:
Case Studies from Nations with High Growth Rates

ABSTRACT

This research article describes the development process for world-class universities
by using case studies from nations with high growth rates. These countries, such as Japan,
China, Singapore, Malaysia, South Korea and Hong Kong, have some similarities with
Thailand in terms of culture, an Asian life style and philosophy. This kind of life style
might be a key factor that affects these countries in terms of the rates of educational development.
Any country which has the main goal to develop its people effectively to be valued human
resources who can adjust to changes especially in the knowledge age of the 21st century.
These countries can also more easily compete with other countries. The basic knowledge
needed nowadays is science and technology, which stimulate development to innovation.
The choice of academic areas selected for world—class levels must be made due to limited resources.
Human resources are notably better if people are trained to be problem solvers. Cooperative will
occur if people are trained to sacrifice for the public interest but not for personal interest.
Therefore love and care for the nation should be emphasized when raising children. For example,
Singapore trains its youngsters to recognize their own nation’s virtues in which causes “a love
of Singapore”. China sets up a project called “Project 211" to improve universities by enforcing
the development of science, technology, and culture in order to be able to compete with
international universities. In addition to that project, China also uses a strategy to attract
experienced Chinese who stay abroad to return home to develop the country. Japan is the nation
known as a “high nationalistic country” and has a national corporation university policy.
That is Japanese universities are supported to be legally autonomous. Malaysia also has a policy
to ensure that each child over six years old has a right to basic education. South Korea has
a project similar to the project 211 of China called “Project BK 21”. Finally, university
administrative system will be reformed to become strategic university management
systems. In the future, autonomous universities will increase and might be reformed first to
encourage academic entrepreneurialism and later to develop into entrepreneurial universities that
already exist in Hong Kong.
