This survey has its objective of investigating the
relationships between the attitude of people in Ban Prasat
toward the tourist village development project and each of
the following factors ¢ demographic characteristic,
communication, individual modernity, and source credibility

A proportional stratified random sampling of 208
villagers in Ban Prasat village were interviewed with
structure questionnaires and observation. T-test, Oneway-
ANOVA, and Pearson's Product Moment Correlation Coefficient
were used for hypothesis test

Using t-test and Oneway-ANOVA in the first part, it was
found that sex, age, occupation, and educational level did
have significant relations to the attitude toward the
project. However, income and social position did not make
any significant relation

Pearson's Product Moment Correlation Coefficient was
used to test the hypothesis. It was found that there was no
significant relationship between communication and attitude
toward the project

There was a significant relationship between the
individual modernity and attitude toward the project in the
third part.

It was found in the last part that source credibility
did have significant relation to the attitude toward the
project.
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
