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Colonial fiction stood out as a trend in British literature during
the late Nineteenth and the early Twentieth Centuries., Conrad is a novelist :
who portrayed colonial theme and settings in his work. He wrote zealously
about the power and the impact of imperialism on the colonizers as well as
on the colonized. To Conrad, exploitation was an inevitable factor in both
aggressive imperialism and benevolent imperialism, The failure of white men
to achieve the ideal of imperialism caused the disintegration of the social
order of the native communities while the white themselves were doomed to
moral degradation. Thus, one preoccupation of Conrad in his work was to show

the dark side of imperialism. This thesis illustrates how Conrad portrays

the image of imperialism in his works : Heart of Darkness, Lord Jim, The

Rescue and "An Outpost of Progess."
