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This research was purposely conducted to study the teachers' spoken
1anguagg in the classroom in terms of distinct and correct pronunciation,
Qeneral and academic usage of words as well as mutual relationship. The
samples included 63 teachers teaching various subjects in the elementary
schoolé under the Jurisdiction of the Bangkok Metropolis. The data were
delicately collected by the researcher and her assistant through observation
along with the use of a tape recorder. The p;rcentage was utiiized as a mean
for data analysis.

The following results indicated that :

1. Distinct and correct pronupciation appeared 38.18 percentage of in
correct pronunciation of "r"™ (%) the most and 8.68 percentage of other features
the less.

2. General usage of words appeared 47.44 éercentage of polite speech
the most and 10.97 percentage of inappropriate speech the less.

3. Academic usage of words appeared 44.94 percentage of cognitive
speech the most and 3.06 percentage of evaluative speech the less.

4. Mutual relationship appeared 24.84 percentage of praising speech

the most and 4.49 percentage of sense of feeling speech the less.
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
