Oscar "lde was an Fnglish writer in the nineteenth century when
the literary influence of France was strone in Ineland, es ecizlly, in
the second half of the century. It is notatle that English 1iterature
obtained the influence from Prance more than from any other country.

The French literary school which played 2 very importsrnt role was the
Symbolist School or we can call it the Art for Art's Cake Schcool hecsuse
its tendencies aim at aestheticism. Wilde, as well ss many writers and
artists of this period, contentedly accepted the influerce. Te study
of his blography will indicate why he willincly responde’ t- the influ-
ence. The study will include as well how the French literary moverent
developed, how it spread the influence to the Tnelish literary demain
and how Enrlish soil responded to the new movement. These studies serve

as factors that lead Wilde to be influenced *y the Trench Cchool.

The French influence is reflected in all categories of his works.
To provide the study in depth, this thesis will accentuate solely the

analysis of the French influence on the use of imagery in his poens and
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his novel. All his poems and The Picture of Dorian Cray will be analysed.

The analysis will demonstrate the wayv he applied the theories of the
Trench Art for Art's Sake School, the way he imitated some Trench writers
in the use of imagery as well as the effect of the applicaticn and the

imitation.

This study reveals one example of the establishment of the French
literary influence in England which serves as proof of the theories of
influences. It will provide the wider point of view to those who are

interested in literary research, especially, in comparative literature.
