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ABSTRACT

It is known that explicit definitions satisfy the criterion of
non-creativity which states that '"Let L and L' be two first-order
languages such that L' is an expansion of L and T be a theory in L.

A sentence S in L' satisfies the criterion of non-creativity if and
only if : for any sentence t in L, if S~ t can be provable from T,

then so is t'".

In this thesis, we generalize this criterion and show that

explicit definitions also satisfy this new criterion.
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
