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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to investigate the methods,
texts, and supplementary exercises used in teaching English grammar at
6 teachers colleges--- Pranakorn, Chandrakasem, Bansomdej, Suan Dusit,
Suan Sunanta and Petburipitayalongkorn Teachers Colleges; and to
determine the elementary certificate studeats! ability to use English
grammar after having been taught with these various methods, texts,
and supplementary exercises.

To achieve these purposes, the following tasks were carried
out. First questionnaires were sent to teachers who teach English
grammar at 6 teachers colleges; the returned questionnaires were
tabulated and analysed by means of percentage. Second, 300 elemen=
tary certificate students, 50 from each college, were randomly
4 selected and tested to find out their ability to use English grammaXe
| The mean scores of each college were calculated separately and then
compared by using the analysis of variance and the Duncan's New

Multiple Range Test.



Some of the major findings were as follows:i=

1. Most English grammar teachers were female and between the
ages of 25 - 30 and 36 - 40, All of them were government officials.
Their educational backgrounds ranged from B.A. to M.A., and most of
them took English as their major subject during their undergraduate
years. Most of the teachers had 1 - 5 years experience in teaching
English and while teaching at the teachers colleges they had never
participated in either in-service training or seminars in teaching
English as a foreign language.

2. They used one of the two books as English 1 = 5 texts:

or L. Ge Alexander: Practice and Progress. Besides the text, most

teachers gave their students supplementary exercises from Hayden,

Pilgrim and Haggard: Mastering American Eng;isn; Jean Praninskas:

Berg: English Grammar for Thai Speakers. Furthermbre, most teachers

used Bryce Van Syoc: MethodsOf Teaching English As A Foreign

Language as a reference for teaching English as a foreign languagej

S.A. Hornby: A Guide to Patterns and Usage in English and Charles

C. Fries: Teaching of English Grammar were used as references for

teaching English grammar.

3, Most teachers used the so-called "Five Steps" Method in
teaching English grammar, but these steps were not successively
followed.

L4, Out of 100 total points, the means of ability in using
English grammar in each college were 37.22, 39.57, Lo.92, 41.92,

41}.5? and 52.21}.




5., The ability in using English grammar in the sixth college
was significantly different from the first, second, third, fourth
and fifth colleges and was the highest while there was no signifi-
cant difference in ability in using English grammar of the other

5 collegese.

Suggestions

1. The English section should put the students who have the
same English background in the same group in suitable numberse.

2. The English grammar teachers should co-ordinate their
teaching so as to maintain the same standard of instruetion.

3, Learning English grammar should be supplemented by suf-
ficient exercises, as well as reading and writinge

L, In teaching English grammar, the teachcrs should take
the following points into consideration: teaching methods, English
grammar teaching techniques, and reference.book and supplementary
exercise availability. Detailed suggestions on the above consi-
. derations were proposed., An annotated bibliography of books and

articles on teaching English grammar were also included.
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
