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The proposes of this qualitative research was io investigate the process of becoming TV
news analysts of academicians. Seven acedemicians were purposively selected for depth
interviews during October-December 1698.

'I'he findings of this study was as follows :

There wete 3 progesses of becoming TV news analysts of academicians, 1) being a
program director since the begmmng 2) being a moderator first and then tum td be a program
director 3) started from bging & guest speeker and after that a moderator, finally a program
duector The reasons of becoming TV news analysts were : 1) academic service responsibility.

2) Mass cormnumcamon organization policy ;need to create valuable program for TV audience.
3) good attitude for performing as a mass COMIMUNICALoT, 4) being an expart, able to deeply
analyze situations and trends in socisty, '

Furthermore, factors effecting the academicians role as the news analysts were ;

1) Application of }aiovﬂedde__ or theories to analyze news and currelnt'_aﬂairs. 2) Ability to
communicate through”’mass media. 3) Having & Supporting  team for program production.

4) Understanding the principle of news coverage and presentation.
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
