ABSTRACT

Purposes of the study

1. To study the procedures, kinds of social studies comcurri-
cular activities and the participation of teachers and students

in Lower Secondary Demonstration Schoolse.

2. To collect ideas, attitudes and suggestions of the
teachers and students in arranging social studies co-curricular

activities.

3. To compare ideas of the teachers and students in orga-

nizing social studies co-curricular activities.

4, To sum up the advantages and disadvantages of activities,

which are organized by teachers and students in the past.

5. To propose the results of this study, which will be
useful for arranging efficient activities, to the Lower Secondary
Demonstration Schools, to others who are interested in arranging
social studies co-curricular activities and to guide the others
for further study.

Procedures

Two questionnaires prepared by the writer were used to
collect ideas, procedures, problems and suggestions of teachers

and students in organizing social studies co-curricular activities.




The sample were 23 social studies teachers and 600 M.S. 1=3
students from 4 Lower Secondary Demonstration Schools. In each
school 150 students were selected as samples. These students

are composed of 174 boys and 426 girls.
Conclusions

In analyzing by percentage and means of the samples, the
study resulted that both teachers and students had good attitudes
toward social studies and realized the importance and values of
participation in the social studies co-curricular activitiess
The procedures of organizing the social studies co-curricular
activities were found to be in medium averages and always be
improved. The teachers received moderate participation in arrang-
ing the social studies co=-curricular activities from everyone.

The Social Studies Club was the most popular activity arranged

by the teachers, in co~operation with library using. The writer
found that teachers were satisfied with their work, but still
wanted further improvement, The students were found to have

good attitude toward the teachers, understand and see the benefits
from participating in social studies co-curricular activities.
They also thought that social studies co-curricular activities
should be arranged on special occasions. The activities which
received high frequency averages of students' participation were
the activities on important days and event exhibitions. The
averages of the teachers' opinion on activities arrangement were
higher than those of the students' activities participation.

Both teachers and students agreed that the main problems in
arranging social studies co-curricular activities were the shortage
of time. They suggested for more time, equipment, money and place

improvement.

The writer suggested that in order to make efficient acti-
vities, the teachers, the students and others should understand

aims and importance of the social studies co-curricular activities



arrangement. They should co-operate in planning the activities
arrangement carefully and orderly before encouraging everyone to
participate in the arranged activities. The teachers and students
shoud follow up their work in arranging social studirs co=-curricu-
lar activities continuously. Besides that, they should improve
both their knowledge and experience in activities!' arrangement

and should bring the weak points gained from the previous activi-

ties in consideration, in order to improve further work.
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
