The main objectives of this thesis are to study the issues and meanings of the teenage
sexuality discourses consiructed by thai newspapers, the construction methods and the factors
related to the methods of the newspapers, and the ways the teenagers interpret these
discourses by interviewing three news editors of the selected newspapers and 20 teenagers as
the sample of the objects who were constructed by newspaper discourses. This thesis applies
discourse analysis to study the contents of news reported on the front pages of 5 Thai language
newspapers, including. Matichon, Thairath, Daily News, Kom Chad Luek, and Daily Manager

published during April, 2005 io April, 20G6.

The result shows that the teenage sexuality discourses in newspapers reproduce the
dominant discourses of sexuality which are in line with the social believes and norms about
sexuality by using the news value, the newspaper policy and the ethics to construct discourse.
Meanwhile, the teenagers interpret the discourse into two ways; accepting those discourses in
the newspaper, by interpreting in the supportive way and challenging those discourses by

refusing the meaning in the discourse.
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
