This research aimed to investigate the relationship between host country
nationals’ ethnocentrism and their willingness to facilitate expatriate adjustment
with social categorization as mediator and organizational identification as
moderator.  Participants were 205 local employees in Malaysia, Singapore,
Thailand and Vietnam, working for a multinational company from Europe chosen
by convenience sampling. Research instruments included the ethnocentrism
scale, the willingness to facilitate expatriate adjustment scale, the social
categorization scale and the organizational identification scale. The bootstrapping
method using PROCESS program was employed.

The study reveals that:

1. Host country nationals’ ethnocentrism has a positive direct effect on
social categorization at the statistical significance level of .05. The estimate of
direct effect is 0.16.

2. Social categorization has a negative direct effect on host country
nationals” willingness to facilitate expatriate adjustment at the statistical

significance level of .05. The estimate of direct effect is -0.19.

3. Social categorization mediates the relationship between host country
nationals’ ethnocentrism and their willingness to facilitate expatriate adjustment.
The estimate of indirect effect is -0.0307, BC 95%, Cl: -0.0904 to -0.0025.

4. Organizational identification does not moderate the relationship

between social categorization and willingness to facilitate expatriate adjustment.
