The study aimed to examine relationships among religious orientation (internal and external
religious orientation), family coping (family relation, maintaining social support, and understanding the
medical situation), social support and family resilience. —Participants were 160 family members of
persons with chronic illness in central provinces of Thailand. Instruments were Religious Orientation
Scale, Family Coping Scale, Social Support Scale and Family Resilience Scale. Pearson’s product
moment correlation coefficient and multiple regression analysis with enter method were used to analyze
the data. Findings revealed as below.

1. Intrinsic and extrinsic religious orientations were positively and significantly correlated with
family resilience (r = .34, p < .01 and r = .38, p < .01 respectively). Regarding family coping, family
relation, maintaining social support, and understanding the medical situation were positively and
significantly correlated with family resilience (r = .37, p < .01; r = .36, p < .01 and r = .33, p < .01
respectively). In addition, social support was positive and significantly correlated with family resilience (r
= .58, p<.01).

2. Religious orientations, family coping, and social support significantly predict family
resilience of family members of persons with chronic illness and accounted for 58 percentage of total
variance of family resilience. The salient predictor was the medical situation (,B: .35, p <. 01), followed
by maintaining social support (IB: .25, p<.01) gender(ﬂz .23, p <.01) duration (ﬂz .16, p < .01)
family relation (,B =.13, p < .01) extrinsic religious orientation (,B =.10, p < .01) internal religious

orientation (,B: .02, p < .01) and social support (,B: -.05, p<.01)
