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The purpose of this research was to examine the mediating effect of optimism on the
association between dyadic perfectionism and relationship satisfaction. Two hundred and
twenty-four undergraduate students from various universities in Bangkok metropolitan area
completed the measures of dyadic perfectionism, relationship satisfaction and optimism.

Results were as follow:

1. Dyadic perfectionism as a predictor of relationship satisfaction, as follows:

1.1 As a result of participant insufficiency, it was unable to analyze whether
adaptive dyadic perfectionism can positively predict relationship satisfaction.

1.2 Maladaptive dyadic perfectionism significantly predicted relationship
satisfaction in negative way. (B =-.42,p<.001)

1.3 Nondyadic perfectionism could not positively predict relationship
satisfaction. (B =-.08, p =.36)

2. The mediating role of optimism in relationships between dyadic perfectionism and

satisfaction, as follows:

2.1 As a result of participant insufficiency, it was unable to analyze whether
optimism can mediate the relationship between adaptive dyadic
perfectionism and relationship satisfaction.

2.2 Maladaptive dyadic perfectionism significantly predicted relationship
satisfaction without optimism as a mediator.
