The purposes of this study were 1) to study types and level of university students’
silence in English classroom, 2) to study the factors that explain the university students’
silence, and 3) to build a grounded- theory on students’ silence in English classroom.
There were 3 phases in this study which were the qualitative study (1" phase), sample
groups were 21 undergraduate students and 6 English language teachers using the focus
group, the interviews, and the classroom observation. The typological analysis was used in
this phase. The guantitative study (2nOI phase), sample group were 544 undergraduate
students in Bangkok. The research instrument was a questionnaire. Data were analyzed by
descriptive statistics, analysis of variance and hierarchical regression analysis. The mixed-
methods research (Brd phase) was to build a grounded theory on Thai undergraduate
students’ silence in English classroom.

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“Some are really shy and don’t want to speak and remain silent even | try to
elicit them and talk to them after class; they get frozen. Other students fell really
comfortable as some have been aboard or they have been in an international program
or some situation they travel a lot so they use English outside of typical Thai context.
One other thing that | know that sometime Thai learners are more shy speaking English
in front of other Thais than they do with native speakers because of losing face or be
nervous.
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“Thai students are silent because they really pay attention, but most of the
time, they simply flying in the air. They are physically present but there are mentally

absent. However, this is not students fault. It is teachers’ responsibility to engage them’
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“I'think in a primary and secondary school, English is a srammar-heavy that they
experience a little conversation so students may understand the grammar and able to
read, but they have so little speaking practice and experience”
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“Students’ level in English may somehow affects their participation (speaking) in
the class. Those who have solid English foundation have courage to speak and so to
speak “show off” his or her English speaking skills. While those who are relatively low
proficient students, remain quiet”
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“Thais students in general have a little trouble in terms of imagination. They
would not venture in the world that they are not fully away of. We have this term
“hugot” which mean even you don’t know the answer; you must answer anyway in a
manner that, as if, you know the answer. In simpler terms, we simply use our
imagination to answer even dough we really don’t have enough background knowledge
about it. This is missing in Thai context | guess. Thai students would rather stay in their
comfort zone that to answer something that they are not 100% sure or something that
is simply a “product of imagination.”
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“Scared to make mistakes, this factor has two facets. First is because of the
teacher. Teachers often stigmatize mistakes. | mean the manner of correcting the
students might not be as tactful as it is. So in turn, instead of engaging them through
questions, teachers often chase them away. The second one is from the students
themselves. Maybe because of some humiliating experiences in past, students prefer not
to talk. They would rather keep quiet to be just on the safe ground
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“Teachers would likely entertain those "proficient" one to keep the classroom
interaction going. Little they know that this action would drive away "less-proficient" one
away from the center of attention. Hence, those who are less proficient rather keep
silent and let the proficient lead the game”.
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“When | told students how much time they have to think about something that
gives them a layout, | usually give them one minute to think about this. | find that more
effective than just asking the questions. | might say to the groups that you can discuss
the topic in Thai with friends for a few minutes and keep the way you think and practice
in English. | think the response time and the time you give students are important”
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“I think teacher may affect student willingness to speak. Some teachers might be
stricter and they might question students to speak more whereas other teachers like me
are not strict, | try to be more supportive so | respect that. The comfortable levels the
teachers make the students feel comfortable is a different dynamic”
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“Fear of losing face. | think Thai students in general are scared of losing face in a
sense that they don’t want to volunteer to answer if they are unsure or slightly unsure
of their answers. They would rather keep quiet, do something else instead of focusing
to my questions and attempt to answer them”.
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“I think friends can be quite encouraging. They must be an emotional connection
between risk-taking and shyness that makes students might less willing to speak in front
of their friends than in front of stranger.”
