with a tasty smell of curry paste and sweat creamy flavour of coconul milk.
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7 Mam Ya Pia is made from galangal, lemongrass, wild gingers, kaffir lime leaves, shaliots, gariics, dried big
chilies, and a well-cleaned snakehead fish. Firsl press the coconul meat to gel cream. Then, set aside the thickest
part of tha coconul cream. Next, beil the light coconut milk in a pot. Then, place all the above in the pol and simmer
over a low heat untdl soft. Next, the mbdure is removed from the pot, allowed to cool, and the fishbonas are then
removed.
