The purpose of this research was to study the relationship among stress, coping, and
happiness of. Participants consisted of 296 students studying in fifth and sixth year's high
school. Instruments were Academic Stress Scale, Coping scale and Happiness scale. The data

were analyzed by using Pearson’s correlation and multiple regressions.
Results show that:

1. Stress of students preparing for university entrance examinations significantly and

negatively correlates with happiness (r = .60, p < .001).

2. Problem - focused coping and seeking social support significantly and positively
correlates with happiness (r = .51andr = .24, p < .001). In contrast, avoidance coping
significantly and negatively correlates with happiness (r = .46, p < .001).

3. Stress (B =-0.37, p <.001) and coping style including problem - focused seeking (B
= 0.35, p < .001), social support (B = 0.12, p < .001), and avoidance (ﬁ =-0.25, p < .001)
significantly predict happiness in high school students preparing for university entrance

examinations for 54 percent of the total variance of happiness
