This research aims to study problems concerning the human rights and
obligations of HIV-infected persons in Thailand. These rights include the
right to health and medical care, the right to privacy and the right to work.

Both International Law and Internal Law are used for this research.

The research has found that HIV-infected people in Thailand are
accorded less protection from the Thai Government than they should be accorded
as part of huﬁan rights. Five problems are pertinent: 1) discrimination
concerning medical care 2) breach of confidentiality with respect to patients
3) mandatory blood testing 4) discrimination relating to work 5) blood
testing concerning application for life insurance and testing which leads to
refusal to employ the te;ted persons, Even though the state is obligated
under the United Nation Charter and international customary law to protect the
right to health and medical care, the right to privacy and the ‘right to work
of every person in the state, including HIV-infected person, there is much
