The purpose of this study was to examine relationships of organizational
image, person-organization fit, organizational identification, and affective commitment.
Two-hundred and thirty—four ‘Youngdemocrats’ in the age of 18 to 24 completed a
self-report questionnaire including organizational image scale (Ol), person-organization
fit scale (P-O FIT), organizational identification scale (OID), and affective commitment

scale (AC). The path analysis was employed to examine the research model.
The results:

1. The affective commitment model of Youngdemocrats to the Democrat
party had a goodfit with the empirical model X? = 250.016, df = 224, p = .112, GFl =
917, CFl = .992, RMSEA = .022.

2. Organizational identification mediated between person—organization fit and

affective commitment (p < .01).

3. The mediating role of organizational identification was not found for the

relationship between organizational image and affective commitment.
