The study was thus aimed to examine factors and mechanism that might
influence materialism. There is no research study, either in Thailand or other countries,
that explore correlation between perfectionism and materialism. The purpose of this
research is to study the influence of perfectionism on materialism. We hypothesized that
perfectionism would predict participants’ materialistic tendency. We further predicted
that the relationship between perfectionism and materialism would be mediated by
perfectionistic self-presentation and self-enhancement. A convenience sample of 380

undergraduates from public and private universities in Bangkok were surveyed.

The data meet the assumptions of Structural Equation Modeling (SEM).
Theresult of SEM revealed perfectionism can predict materialism by statistically
significant indirect effects of perfectionism on materialism, with perfectionistic self-
presentation and self-enhancement as mediators. The direct effect of perfectionism on

materialism was not significant, suggesting full mediation effects of the two mediators.
