The purposes of this research and development are to develop a reading instructional model based on
schema theory and reciprocal teaching approach to enhance English reading ability of secondary school students and to

study the quality of the developed instructional model.

The research procedure was divided into 2 phases. The first phase was to develop a reading instructional
model based on a schema theory and a reciprocal teaching approach. The second phase was to study the quality of the
developed instructional model by implementing a model through the samples of the research. The sample group was 48
twelfth grade students of Sarawittaya School, and they were selected by simple random sampling. The duration of the
experiment was 16 weeks with two hours per week. The research instruments were the English reading ability tests, the
observation form of English reading behaviors, and learning log. The statistical analysis used were the Arithmetic Mean, the

Standard Deviation, and T-test.
The findings of this study revealed that:

1. The development of a reading instructional model based on schema theory and reciprocal teaching
approach comprised 6 steps: stimulating engaging and activating schema, introducing a passage and reading strategies, self-

reading comprehension, self-evaluating, sharing knowledge and giving feedback, and evaluating and applying knowledge.

2. The quality of the developed instructional model was investigated by implementing the model in classes

with students classified by the English reading ability. The findings of this study revealed that:

2.1 The experimental group had significantly higher English reading ability mean scores than the control

group at the level of .05.

2.2 The experimental group had significantly higher English reading ability mean scores than the control
group at the level of .05. The fair English reading ability group and the low English reading ability group had significantly
higher English reading ability mean scores at the level of .05. Whereas, the high English reading ability group was not

statistically significant at .05 level.

2.3 The experimental group had higher English reading ability mean scores in  the Interpretive Level
and the Critical Level at the level of .05. However, English reading ability mean scores in the Literal Level had no

significance at the level of .05.

2.4 The experimental group had enhanced development in English reading ability. Exchanging general
knowledge and language knowledge by using social interaction supported students’ knowledge in terms of vocabulary, and
students can use the vocabulary knowledge to connect with a reading story, helping them understand the reading story.
Moreover, as students gained more knowledge and understood about reading strategies, then they became capable of
choosing a suitable reading strategy to enrich their understanding. In addition, students took various roles during the

classroom activities such as observers, participants, debaters, presenters, and recipient evaluations.

They get data from cables, discs, or over-
the-air signals. They turn this data into sounds and images. People watch news and shows
on them.

John Baird made the first TV in 1925. It had one color. It could only show 30 lines.
This was just enough room for a face. It didn't work well, but it was a start.

The first TV station was set up in 1928. It was in New York. Few people had TVs.

By 1948 there were 4 big TV networks in America. They aired their shows from 8
to 11 each night.

Where do you live? In a city, a town or a village? The kind of life people live in
these places differs a lot. If you live in a village you will see and do different things from
city people. This is especially true of a country like Thailand where the gap between urban
and rural condition is so great.

Life in Bangkok, for example, is fast and noisy, but village life is slower and quieter.
If you live in a village you probably know everyone who lives there, but if you live in a city
you may not even know the people who live next door to you. Villages are warm, friendly
places whereas cities are often cold and unfriendly.

So why do many people choose to live in towns and cities where they have to put up
with traffic joms, noise, pollution and other urban problems? Well, cities may not be
friendly places, but they do have some advantages. Many people leave their villages
because there is no work there, whereas they can often find a work in the city. Also,
entertainment is something you can easily find in a city. There are cinemas, coffee shops,
night clubs and good restaurants in all Thai towns, but you find them in village very hard.
Such things are attractive to many people. And life may be physically easier in the city,
where water comes from a tap in your house, not from a well in the garden.

Finally, we can see a good example of the difference between urban and rural life if
we look at the village shop and the city shopping center. The village shop is a small place
where we know the owner, and his customers are our friends and neighbors. It sells the
kinds of things we use every day. It is close to people's homes and is a meeting place for
the villagers who may go there many times a day. Shopping centers are also meeting places
for city people, but village shops sell only everyday products while these centers sell
almost everything we need. For many city people, going to the shopping center is an
entertainment as well as a shopping trip.

Although alcohol use among teenagers is on the decline, /7 remains a serious problem
for this age group. Three out of four high school students have consumed an alcoholic
drink before their graduation. The most serious effect of teenage drinking is that it leads
to dependency in adult years. A major study reported that teens who start drinking before
the age of 15 are four times more likely to develop an alcohol addiction than those who do
not begin drinking before the legal age of 21.

Alcohol drunkenness impairs judgment, and teens who are drunk may engage in a
number of dangerous behaviors. Forty percent of alcohel-related serious car crashes
involve teens. Most teens using alcohol have problems at home and at school. They may
have difficulty with family relationships and withdraw. At school, they have a problem
concentrating on studies. They also have relationship problems with friends and teachers
and other authority figures. Worse still is that once they think alcohol use is acceptable,
they are likely to move on to try other drugs.

There are also health risks involved with alcohol use, including stomach uleer, liver
problems, heart problems and malnutrition. These conditions generally oceur in people who
have been drinking over a long period of time. They are not always seen in teens, but can
result as they grow older if they continue to drink.

Finally, teens who use alcohol may get into trouble with the law, due to their
behavior. Underage drinking is illegal and teens who drink may engage in other illegal
behaviors as well. The effects of teenage drinking are a problem and effects us all

directly or indirectly.
