Backchannelling is a significant universal component in conversation. Although backchannels are used
in conversation in every language, their forms, functions and positions might be different. This study aims at
examining the forms, positions, and functions of backchannels in Thai conversation and the relation between
backchannels and the speaker’s utterances. This study also compares backchannels in two types of discourses,
namely task-based conversation and daily conversation. The data were collected from 69. 23- minute nine dyadic
task- based conversations and 182.87-minute nine dyadic daily conversations. The participants are female and of
equal status. The results reveal that there are 10 forms of backchannels: 1) short utterances, 2) interjections, 3)
expressions used as other-repetition, 4) short questions, 5) affirmative forms, 6) assessments, 7) short collaborative
finish, 8) negations, 9) directives, and 10) conjunctions. In order to show listenership, Thai listeners adopt various
types of backchannels. Based on characteristics of occurrence, backchannels can be categorized into three types--
occurring individually, occurring repeatedly, and occurring in a sequence. In terms of position, backchannels are
analyzed in relation to turn construction unit and turn. An analysis in relation to the turn construction unit shows
that backchannels can occur at three positions--completion point, interrupting point, and overlapping point. The
most preferred position of turn construction unit is the completion point. An analysis in terms of turn, on the other
hand, reveals that backchannels can occur at two positions--internal turn and between turns. The most preferred
position of turn is internal turn. There are eleven functions of backchannels in Thai which can be categorized into
five groups: 1) showing the message is heard, including four functions—encouraging the speaker to continue
speaking, showing the message is understood, confirming, and showing recognition; 2) expressing opinions, including
four functions: showing agreement, supporting and showing empathy, showing disagreement, and evaluating; 3)
expressing emotions; 4) showing consideration; and 5) expressing solicitation. Based on the findings in this study, it
can be concluded that Thai listeners prefer to show support to their partner and eager to be cooperative. In
addition, the type of speech act performed by the speaker has influence upon the use of backchannels. For
instance, various types of backchannels can be found when the act performed by the speaker is in the category of
representative or directive. On the contrary, limited types of backchannels are used when the act performed by
the speaker is commissive. The comparative analysis of backchannels in the two types of discourses--tasked-based
conversation and daily conversation reveals that the types of discourse affect the use of backchannels in terms of
form, position, and function of backchannels as well as the relation between the speaker’s utterances and the

listener’s utterances especially the frequency of occurrence.
