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AN ABSTRACT

This article is a continuation of the article, “Vladimir Putin:
President 3(1),” published in the Journal of Russian Studies, 4t Year
of Publication, Issues 1-2 (2013). It discusses the plan and adminis-
trative policy of Vladimir Putin in his third term of office as President
of the Russian Federation. More importantly, it shows how the Cabinet
was formed and a biography of each minister who has been given
the opportunity to administer the country for a variety of reasons;
